MILK SHAKER

INSTRUCTION MANUAL

PLEASE READ THESE INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY BEFORE USING
THE APPLIANCE. KEEP THEM HANDY FOR FUTURE REFERENCE.

IMPORTANT: YOUR MILK SHAKER IS EQUIPPED WITH A POWERFUL & HIGH TORQUE
MOTOR. WHICH CAN GENERATE 100 WATTS. MILK SHAKING CAN BE DONE WITHIN A
SHORT TIME OF OPERATION. DURING OPERATION, MAKE SURE THAT THE MILK
SHAKER IS NOT SWITCHED ON CONTINUOUSLY FOR LONGER THAN 10 SECONDS.

[A] Safety & Operation information
(1) When using any electrical apphance, especially when children are present basic safety precautions
should always be observed.
(2) Use only on AC230V ~ 50 Hz only.
(3) Always unplug the appliance immediately afier use. To unplug the cord by grasping the plug --- do not
pull on the cord.
(4) Never put the milk shaker under a tap or in a dishwasher but clean it with a damp sponge.
(6) Never run the milk shaker when it is empty.
(7) Never attempt to grasp the shaft when it is rotating.
(8) If the supply cord of this equipment is damaged, it must only be replaced by the manufacturer or its
service agent or similarly qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.
(9) For safety reasons and to avoid maintenance by unskilled persons. The appliance should always be
returned to an approved Service Center only for adjustment or repair if required.
(10) This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced physical, sensory
or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or
instruction concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible for their safety.
(11) Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.
WARNING - This appliance should be used according to the instructions. Abuse of using the
machine will cause hazard.
[B] How to operate the MILK SHAKER
This Milk Shaker can process different style of drinks including milk, coffee & chocolate withinl minute.
° Add water (never use boiling water), instant coffee or chocolate powder, milk, and sugars into the
container cup to about 0.1 liter.
Raising the container cup until touching the shaker.
Put on the shaker - Press the Control Button to operate. Press lightly on the button to obtain Low
speed and firmly for High speed. The ingredients can be completely mixed and solvent within 10
seconds.
® Release the Control Button will stop the Milk Shaker quickly.
®  Add hot or cool water to the container cup until the taste is suitable for you.
L You may process another container cup of drinks after 10 seconds rest of the milk shaker.
®  The operation can be carried out for 5 times.
[C] How to clean the MILK SHAKER
Before cleaning the appliance, ensure it has been unplugged.
Do not immerse the appliance in water, detergent or put into the dishwasher.
(1)Clean the outside surface of the appliance with a damp cloth only. Never use abrasive
cleaner or thinner for the cleaning. (2)Wash the mixing cup in soapy water, rinse and dry
thoroughly. Washing the cup in a dishwasher is not recommended. (3)Clean the mixing blade
by half filling the mixing cup with warm water. Operate the appliance as described in the
operating nstruction. Wipe dries the shaft and blade with a soft cloth.

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BASIC RECIPES

Basic milk shake
180 ml chilled milk
Your choice of flavoring or syrup
(Chocolate, strawberry, banana etc.)
1 scoop vanilla ice cream
Place all ingredients into the cup
Mix for 30 seconds and serve

Mango Bliss

90ml of coconut milk

90ml of low fat milk

70ml of mango frozen yogurt

1/2 mango, peeled, seeded and mashed
Place all the ingredients into the cup.
Mix for 30 seconds.
Pour into glasses.

Orange Whip
180ml skim milk
2 scoops vanilla ice cream
Place all the ingredients into the cup.
Mix for 30 seconds.
Pour into glass.
Dress with whipped cream.
Top with cocoa or cinnamon powder.

Blucberry & Kiwi fruit shake
180ml of cold. milk
2 kiwi fruit, peeled and meshed

2 tablespoons of fresh or frozen blueberry.

2 scoop of frozen yogurt
Place all the ingredients into the cup.
Mix for 30seconds.
Pour into glasses.

Tropicana Crush
150ml of pineapple juice
| teaspoon of sugar
150ml ginger ale
Place all ingredients into cup.
Mix for 20-30 seconds.
Scoop crushed ice into glasses.
Pour over the ice serve immediately.

Citrus Tang
150ml chilled orange juice
50ml chilled lime juice
50ml chilled lemon juice
Place all the chilled juices into the cup,
Mix for 20-30 seconds.
Scoop crushed ice into glasses.
Pour in the mixture.

Tropical malted

180ml cold milk

2 tablespoons pine apple

3 fresh strawberry

1 scoop of vanilla ice cream

1 scoop of strawberry ice cream

| tablespoon malt
Mash the pineapple and strawberry.
Place all the ingredients into the cup.
Mix for 30 seconds.
Pour into glass.
Top with whipped cream and a cherry.

Pina Colada

40ml coconut milk

65ml cold milk

2 scoops vanilla ice cream

100ml pineapple juice
Place all the ingredients into the cup.
Mix for 30 seconds.
Pour into glass and serve with a straw.

Tropical Passion
150ml coconut milk
80ml pine apple juice
2 tablespoon of chopper pineapple
1/2 tablespoon of lime juice
Place all the ingredients into the cup.
Mix for 20-30seconds.
Scoop 112 cup crushed ice into glasses.
Pour into the mixture and serve with straw.

Bloody Mary Crush
180ml tomato juice
1 teaspoon lime juice
1/2 teaspoon Tabasco sauce
Place all ingredients in the cup.
Mix for 20-30 seconds.
Scoop ice into glasses
Pour over the mixture.
Add a wedge of lemon to glass and a celery stalk.
